“Even More on Dress”

While Club Secretary, at the request of
Council | published an article in the St
Lucia News to clarify the relaxation of
dress regulations by Bowls Queen-
sland (BQ). | took considerable care
to avoid expressing my personal opin-
ion and simply presented the facts in
order for members to be better in-
formed.

| was dismayed to subsequently read
a member’s letter in the St Lucia News
referring to BQ statements as “Mark’s
statement”. | was even more unhappy
to read that “Mark’s statement” had
incited members to come to our Club
in beach wear. | was taken aback that
my original article could have been so
poorly written as to convey such infer-
ences. | have re-read that article and
simply do not understand how it was
used in this way. The article is factu-
ally correct in all aspects, and neutrally
presents those facts unambiguously.
As | am no longer Club Secretary, | am
able to express my opinion on dress
regulations. To be clear, it is my per-
sonal preference that traditional
whites/creams are retained at SLBC.
Nonetheless, SLBC is affiliated with
BQ who have relaxed the dress regu-
lations placing an express restriction
on clubs in this matter.

My own preferences aside, | would be
most uncomfortable to see any mem-

ber “quietly spoken to” for doing noth-
ing other than complying with the
rules. Treatment of a member in this
way is not in the tradition of the SLBC
value of inclusive fellowship that is
referred to so often.

Clubs with an overwhelming member-
ship preferring traditional dress, such
as SLBC, should be lobbying BQ to
provide Clubs with more say in the
matter. Surely, this is the SLBC way,
not isolating individual members who

are only following the rules.

“More Still on Dress”
I wish to support the letter of Russ
Davidson which appeared in the May
edition of the St Lucia News.
The new statement that “Dress Regu-
lations must be free of restrictions for
all Club events” may suit those bowl-
ers at beach resorts who can now
leave the beach and play bowls with-
out changing their beach ouffits.
However, in my view it would be un-
fortunate if our Club members de-
parted from wearing white or cream
gear for Wednesday or Saturday play.
Nothing looks better than those tradi-
tional colours contrasting with our
green rinks. The extra effort in adher-

ing to them is well worth while.
|
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“Dress Regulations Relaxed”
As a relative newcomer to the Club,
it has been interesting to read in
the last two editions of St Lucia
News about the issue of dress
regulations.

Members are now able to wear al-
ternative smart attire under author-
ity of Bowls Queensland. | consid-
ered that | had adhered to that di-
rective by turning up in clothing
subsequently described in your
journal as “more appropriate to a
beach picnic”. | was informed that
the published article did not reflect
the viewpoint of the Club, which
wishes to retain the white/cream
uniform. Offenders “being quietly
spoken to” was not notably “quiet”
in my (embarrassing) experience.

It seems strange that the matter be
publicised at all if it is so different
from the Club wishes.

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It is my understanding that the Club
has restricted authority to enforce
the traditional uniform, except for
Pennants, suggesting that a “softly,
softly” approach would have been
more appropriate.
